Saturday matches begin at 08:00. The 1st Xl hockey match will start at 11:30 and the 1st XV
rugby match at 14:00.

PLAYING FIELDS

All spectators are kindly requested to remain behind the red lines on the outer fields and
the ropes around Gilfillan at all times. The public are asked not to walk onto the playing
field during and between matches, and, in particular, during the performances of the school
war cries prior to the 1st XV kick-off. This is a BOKSMART regulation and we ask for your
cooperation in this regard.

DRONES
Drones are not permitted to be used on any of the playing fields during the course of the day
unless official permission has been granted in writing from Hilton College.

PARKING
Parking will be available on Lombard, Henderson and New field from 06:15 on Saturday
morning and Etheridge, Weightman-Smith, Lombard and Falcon fields from 12:00.

TEA
Tea will be served from 10:00 - 11:30 at the Beckingham Astroturf.

FOOD VENDORS
The Tuckshop will be open all day. There will be various vendors on the lawn in front of the
Chamberlain Music Centre.



BRAAIS
Open fires and gas cookers are a health and safety concern and are not allowed anywhere on
campus. No generators are allowed.

TOILETS
Please note that all of the change rooms and toilets in the Ducasse Aquatics Centre are
reserved exclusively for ladies.

FIRST AID
The First Aid Centre manned by the Hilton College San Sisters is located at the back of the
Gilfillan Pavilion.

SECURITY AND LOST PROPERTY

Please look after your possessions. In the case of loss, please report to the Red Alert Security
control centre which is situated at the Squash Courts. Red Alert Security will handle lost
property and other security issues. Please abide by the instructions given by the security
personnel. Hilton College will not be held responsible for any losses.

LIGHTNING ALARM

Please note that if the lightning alarm is triggered, all parents must take cover as soon as
possible in a vehicle or under cover in a building. Hilton boys and staff must take cover in the
Main Dining Room and the Michaelhouse boys and staff in the Indoor Centre.

WEAPONS

Please note that schools are, by law, firearm and dangerous object-free zones and all visitors
are, therefore, requested to ensure that they do not bring such items onto the school
property. If so, they will be asked to leave the premises.

ALCOHOL

The drinking of alcohol is prohibited within the designated areas immediately around
Gilfillan Field. This has been marked by a red line as well as white picket fencing. Bottles

Our security personnel have been instructed to
remove anyone who abuses alcohol, or acts in an untoward manner, from the Hilton College
grounds.
